It does not apply to dual degree, fifth-
year, or graduate programs. Provided students comply with all of the conditions of the program, Cedar Crest College will
guarantee graduation within four years. The guarantee extends to one major only. While many students add additional majors
and minors and finish within four years, Cedar Crest will not be able to provide four year guarantee in those cases.

o Maintain a 2.0 GPA in all foundation courses for the major.

o Earn agrade of C or higher in all professional courses in the major.

o Successfully complete the required 220 hours total/16 hours per week field experience and accompanying
field experience seminar.

o Complete a background check. Students will not be accepted into the program if they possess either a felony
conviction, or a misdemeanor involving the possession or use of a controlled substance, fraud, violence, or
child neglect or abuse.

o Abide by all other department policies and successfully meet all other graduation requirements.

The 4YG does not guarantee that courses will be offered at a particular time or on particular days, nor can it assure graduation
in four years if accreditation agencies require immediate curricular changes. This agreement pertains only to the catalog
specified; if major requirements change and the student elects to follow the newer requirements, this contract is void.

If a student meets all of the degree/program requirements but cannot graduate in four years because a course or courses are
not available, the student will meet with their advisor as soon as the problem is discovered to discuss options for completion.
These options could include a course substitution, an independent study, or permission to enroll in the course in a subsequent
semester at no tuition cost to the student.
